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Introduction


Welcome to the Mixer Box Documentation Web Pages.  This documentation area has been set up for use by the CFT Axial engineering team to collect the design documentation for the electronic Mixer Box.  This note describes the basic setup of the web page so you can add documents and structure as desired.

Web Page Structure


The web page is a two-frame page found at

http://d0server1.fnal.gov/projects/triggerelectronics/webdocs/mixerbox/default.html
This trivial page simply creates the two frames and gives them names.  The left frame is the ‘menuwin’ frame and the right side is the ‘displaywin’ frame.  Little snippets of JavaScript are used in the subsidiary pages to reload these two frames as necessary.  Upon entering, the ‘menuwin’ gets loaded with the mstr_indx.html file, which is a two-column table of descriptions and buttons.  Pressing a button in the table calls one of two snippets of JavaScript code:

function tstfn(filname){


parent.displaywin.location = filname;

}

function menufn(filname){


parent.menuwin.location = filname;

}

If you wish to reload a new file in the ‘displaywin’, then the press action for the button is to call function tstfn(), with the URL of the file to load as the argument.  If you want to load a different menu, then the function to call is menufn(), which does exactly the same thing to the ‘menuwin’ frame.  A heierarchical structure of menus is easily developed by having various sub-index html files which are loaded by a button press in mstr_indx.html, and having other buttons in the sub-index file which simply reload mstr_indx.  Make it as deep or crosslinked as desired.

Button Controls

The button control structure uses a standard HTML structure embedded within the HTML table structure.  An example is as follows:

Within the <TABLE>…</TABLE> control pair, each line of the table is described by the text between the <TR>…</TR> pair.  In this one, each row has two elements, marked off by the <TD>…</TD> codes.  The first <TD> item is the description of what the button will do for the user; the second is the button itself.  The VALUE of the button is the text that shows up in the button, and the onClick calls the appropriate JavaScript (either tstfn(), menufn(), or something you write).  In the scrap of code above, the first button loads a new menu structure in the left frame, and the other two display documents in the right frame.  Things displayed in the right frame may be other HTML, Word documents, PDF, etc.; your browser will select the appropriate helper function based upon the extension of the file name.

Known Bugs

Don’t use file names with spaces in them.  They won’t work.

Adding New Documents

Simply open up the appropriate file (mstr_indx or a sub-index file), copy one of the table entries, paste it in, and edit the description, button name and file-to-load argument.  Save the file and you’re done.
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
