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Cleanroom rules

1. Cleanroom dress code should be observed at all times while in the clean room: 

· Non-Statics Prone Cleanroom gown (do NOT use the blue ones)

· Hair net

· Beard net (if necessary)

· Booties

2. Clean rubber gloves should be worn at all times when handling detectors. Change them as soon as they get dirty

3. Face masks should be worn at all times when working on a detector. This includes ladder and wedge fabrication, wirebonding and detector repair. 

4. When exiting the clean room, cleanroom gowns will be stored in the gowning area. When you leave the clean room area do not take your apparel out with you.

5. Equipment not needed for regular work, briefcases or purses will be stored outside of the cleanroom

6. Working areas will be cleaned at least once a week.

Ladder/Wedge Handling Guidelines

1. Make sure that you are properly grounded using wrist straps whenever tails of HDIs are handled.
In case you do not have any wrist strap available (e.g. when moving ladders/wedges from one place to another), touch a metallic grounded surface before touching the tails of the ladders/wedges assemblies.

2. Never carry more than two ladder or wedge assemblies at a time. Make as many trips as necessary to move a number of assemblies or use the dry-box cart (available in the cross connect).

3. Boxes should be carried such that the ladder/wedge assemblies are horizontal.

4. Ladder HDI tails should be tucked into the rubber band, check to see that the tails are not twisted, kinked or bent.

5. HDI tail ends should be wrapped in aluminum foil to protect SVX chips from electrostatic discharge.

6. If possible avoid stacking large numbers of ladders

7. Use the passage boxes instead of getting dressed or undressed to enter/exit the cleanroom areas holding detectors.

8. NEVER leave detectors unattended on tables, on top of dry boxes, etc. Always store them in a dry box.

9. Movements of ladders or wedges out of their protective box is allowed only to authorized people.
10. If a device is moved, its traveler needs to be relocated too and the location updated in the database.
